INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING PACKING DECLARATIONS.

Packing Declarations are required for ALL sea freight shipments sent to Australia.

Delays in providing us with the correct documentation WILL lead to extra costs, as well as delays in delivering the goods to the consignee.

It is a VERY IMPORTANT requirement of exporting goods to Australia.

Here is a step by step guide to completing a packing declaration:

1. Packing Declarations MUST be completed by the company who packed the goods. In most cases this will be the shipper/supplier. Australian Quarantine consider this to be an official document, and therefore it needs to be on a company letterhead OR a company stamp MUST be used. Any alterations MUST be endorsed and stamped.

*** VERY IMPORTANT – LETTERHEAD OR COMPANY STAMP MUST HAVE ADDRESS AND CONTACT DETAILS ie PHONE NUMBER AND FAX NUMBER. OTHERWISE QUARANTINE WILL NOT ACCEPT PACKING DECLARATION.

2. Indicate FCL or LCL.

3. Provide a numerical link to the shipment. Please provide at least one of the following:

LCL - Invoice number, Bill number or Container number.

FCL – Container Number.

4. Indicate whether any “Prohibited Packaging material has been used as packing.

Prohibited packaging material includes straw, bamboo, peat, hay, chaff, used fruit/vegetable cartons, cereal, rice hulls, and other unprocessed plant materials.
These products are prohibited imports into Australia and should NEVER be used. 

5. Indicate whether timber packing has been used in the shipment.

Timber packing includes:

Crates, Cases, Pallets, Dunnage, Skids or any other timber used as a shipping aid.

Products such as particle board, chip board, masonite, orientated strand board and medium and high density fibreboard, that DO NOT contain any solid wood or plywood DO NOT have to be declared as wood/timber on the packing declarations
6. Is all the timber packaging marked with ISPM 15 compliant stamps?
If timber pallets / packing have been treated in accordance with international standard ISPM 15, and the pallets have been stamped accordingly then tick this box. No further treatment / certification is required. 

7. If timber has been used, indicate whether the timber was free from bark. The answer should be YES.

Bark is a prohibited import into Australia. All Bark must be removed from any wooden packing prior to shipment. If bark is found by Quarantine in Australia it will be removed by Quarantine and extra costs will be payable by the consignee. 

8. If timber has been used, please indicate whether the timber used has been treated / fumigated prior to shipment.

If timber used has not been treated / fumigated, it will have to be done in Australia, and there will be extra charges payable by either the consignee, or the shipper. 

9. Is all the timber packaging marked with ISPM 15 compliant stamps?
If timber pallets / packing have been treated in accordance with international standard ISPM 15, and the pallets have been stamped accordingly then tick this box. No further treatment / certification is required.  

10. Indicate the treatment certificate number that applies to the timber used in this shipment.


This is VERY important as it provides the direct link between the Fumigation / treatment certificate, and the shipment.

11. The cleanliness declaration is only required for FCL shipments. It is concerned with the general cleanliness of the container prior to loading.

12. New Declaration – If the goods are brand new and have not been used or field tested then please indicate YES. Otherwise any used or second hand goods will require inspection by quarantine.
13. The Packing Declaration MUST be signed, Dated, and Stamped.
Please note the following important points:

1. Packing declarations must be given the same priority as Bills of lading, and commercial invoices. 

2. Delays in providing Packing declarations WILL lead to storage and extra Quarantine charges in Australia, and prevent timely delivery of the freight to the consignee.
